Staff Recommendation: Approve with Modifications
1. The planning board is encouraged to carefully consider plans to modify the structure and provisions for parking.
2. Architectural plans for the conversion should be provided, and should show planned improvements.  The plan should include enough detail to guide the Town’s code enforcement officials in determining whether the project is in compliance with the Planning Board’s approval.

3. Compliance with local and state codes should be carefully considered.

Staff Recommendation: Approve with Comments
1. Two versions of this proposed development were received.  The earlier version shows a Dollar General with a very basic design and a site plan with access to both County Route 23B and M. Simons road.  The second version shows a Dollar General with an upgraded (barn-like) design and a site plan with access to County Route 23B only.  The upgraded facade design is a clear improvement.  The original site plan with access to both County Route 23B and M. Simmons Road, however, provides better circulation between the site and the adjacent bank and should be carefully considered.
2. The planning board is should consider the standards contained within the Town's proposed zoning law regarding formula based architectural styles and design/architectural compatibility with adjacent structures.  In addition to the two facade designs considered, other upgraded designs have been used by Dollar General, including those for the Port Orange FL and Ormond Beach Fl Dollar Generals (renderings attached), and should be considered for this site.
3. The planning board should also consider the standards contained within the Town's proposed zoning law regarding building orientation, parking placement, and pedestrian amenities.
