Signage will be a wood carved sign by the entrance in accordance with town regulations.  There will be lighting in the vehicle storage areas, which will be shielded to prevent and off-site impacts.  There will be a maximum of 15 staff on-site for brief periods during the day (typically, construction workers who report to the site at the beginning and end of the day).  There will also be a maximum of 5 staff present for the entire day in the office areas.  The site will be used by TREC Land Vest, LLC a land development and land management firm.
