On a motion by Mr. Dymond, seconded by Mr. Harris, and with all in favor, members approved the minutes of the February 20, 2012 meeting.

13-7 Town of Jewett, Approve:  site plan/special use permit regarding the construction of two buildings: a 2-story building with office space and apartments, and a commercial storage shed at 1957 State Route 296.  On a motion by Mr. Dymond, seconded by Ms. Killourhy, and with all in favor, members approved the referral with the standard local concerns disclaimer:
