Chairman Connolly called the meeting to order at 6:35.
On a motion by Mr. Poelker, seconded by Mr. Harris, and with all in favor, members approved the minutes of the April 17, 2013 meeting.

The Board considered the following planning and zoning referrals:

12-45 Town of Cairo, Local Decision:  temporary six month moratorium on permits related to the conversion of resorts or similar business activities in the town.  An initial motion by Mr. Harris to designate the referral a local decision, seconded by Ms. Killourhy, and with all in favor, except Mr. Allan and Mr. Reinhold who were opposed, failed.  On a new motion by Mr. Reinhold, seconded by Mr. Alan, and with all in favor, members designated the referral a local decision with comments as follows:
1. The Town is encouraged to work diligently to complete its work within the new moratorium period.  The County Planning Board recommends that the town complete the process within this period and not seek further extensions.

An approval and/or local decision designation by the County Planning Board should not be construed as a recommendation that the referring agency approve the referral in question. 13-13 Town of Greenville, Approve:  site plan regarding the use of an existing building at 11148 Route 32 for an ice cream shop.  On a motion by Ms. Killourhy, seconded by Mr. Harris, and with all in favor (except Mr. Cavallaro who abstained), members approved the referral with the standard local concerns disclaimer:

Evaluation of local criteria is the responsibility of the referring agency.

In other business, Mr. Connolly indicated that it would be helpful if the County Legislature provided some direction on architectural and landscaping standards on state and county roads.  Mr. Diamante will discuss with Mr. Hart and will check into existing policy.

On a motion by Mr. Smith, seconded by Ms. Killourhy and with all in favor, the meeting was adjourned at 7:22 PM.
