On a motion by Mr. Smith, seconded by Mr. Dymond, and with all in favor, members approved the minutes of the June 19, 2013 meeting.

The Board considered the following planning and zoning referrals:

13-17 Town of Catskill, Local Decision:  area variance regarding the construction of a deck on property at 32 Green Lake Road.  On a motion by Mr. Dymond, seconded by Mr. Poelker, and with all in favor, members designated the referral a local decision with the standard local concerns disclaimer:

On a motion by Mr. McGunnigle, seconded by Mr. Poelker, and with all in favor (except Mr. Harris, who abstained), members approved the referral with the standard local concerns disclaimer:
